In a previous column I alluded to some “geographical perks” of living in Greater
Binghamton. Our alert Board and membership constantly keep us aware of the several
concerts/performances readily available either right here in our area or within an hour’s
drive away. Dick Hedgebeth updates us regularly about these events in his excellent
work on our website. (BTW have you checked out his “new and improved” Photo
Gallery? We are fortunate to have this capable webmaster and organ builder in our
town!)

Because of the close proximity to other chapters, we are able to attend their programs and
offerings. Several of our group have recently heard concerts in the Elmira, Syracuse, and
Scranton —Wilkes-Barre areas. Last week Richard Sheasley and I heartily enjoyed
getting acquainted with the Moller organ at the First United Methodist Church in
Oneonta. We played in a noontime Lenten recital, together with another fellow student
of Roberta’s, Craig Morrow of Cooperstown. This presentation was a part of the Lenten
Organ Meditation series sponsored by the Oneonta AGO chapter. Interestingly the
church also has a second organ, located in their Fellowship Hall, a Beman organ
originally in the Sidney Methodist church, and built here in Binghamton. The Beman
Organ Company was active in the city in the late1800s-early 1900s. Organist John
Jurgenson, Director of Music Ministries at the Oneonta church, related that are still
several Beman organs in the Oneonta area.
